Large Animal Response Team (L.A.R.T.)

On October 15™ an excellent LART lecture, Basic Horse Handling, was presented by
Marc Hedgpeth. Follow-up practical sessions by Marc Hedgpeth and Leslie Thompson,
with assistance from Dr. Julie Ryan Johnson and Gail Zukow, were held on October 18"
and 19" at Tar Farms. This first LART Level | training session was exceptional, lots of
fun and very informative. Whether you were a novice or an experienced equestrian, you
learned the basic techniques that will allow you to safely handle horses and other large
animals in responding to an emergency. CERTs were taught the proper skills for
approaching and safely leading a horse, precautions and getting comfortable being next
to a thousand pound animal, pickingupahor se s | eg, haftegingranddyingao ns f
horse to a fixed object with a quick release knot and making and using an improvised
rope halter. Thanks to Marc and Leslie for the terrific training.

And even if you are not an equestrian, it is highly recommended that all CERTs consider
taking LART Level | training. During an emergency response, involving horses or other
large animals, Level | trained CERTSs can help at animal sheltering sites by attending the
horses. After they complete Level Il (loading skills) and Level Il (transportation and trailer
operations) training, CERTs will be qualified to respond to calls for assistance and
transport large animals, such as horses. But keep in mind that CERTs who have not had
LART Level | training can still volunteer to assist with errands and administrative duties at
animal sheltering sites.
